3. Projects must be consistent with the WSA Mission Statement.

4. What is the project’s long-term objective?

5. WSA must receive proof of project completion or expenditure of funds.

Individuals or Organizations that have been granted funds for their projects outlined in this application process,  WSA will be making funds available on or after May 1st of this grant year.  Note the reporting process that is required of you for these funds awarded.
